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Investigation of the Effect of the Number of Drawing Tools in the Application
on the Effectiveness of Art Therapy

Abstract. The article examines the impact of the number of available tools (brushes) in a digital
drawing application on the well-being and satisfaction of users in the context of art therapy. The
research includes a theoretical review of the issues and conducting interviews with professional art
therapists in order to identify key principles of designing therapeutic interfaces. The experimental part
of the study consists of a pilot experiment involving 24 respondents and a main experiment involving
60 respondents aged 18 to 45 years. As part of the main experiment, the participants were divided into
two equal independent groups. The respondents performed the same art therapy task aimed at
reducing stress in two versions of the application: with a full set of brushes and with a limited,
structured set recommended by a specialist. Before and after completing the task, the respondents'
well-being was measured using a specialized "SAN" questionnaire designed for rapid assessment of a
person's psychoemotional state, and satisfaction with the number of tools provided was also recorded.
Higher user satisfaction with a limited set of brushes was found. It was also found that the participants
in the group with a limited number of instruments showed a more pronounced improvement in well-
being. Correlation analysis showed a positive relationship between satisfaction with the number of
brushes and a change in psychological state. The results obtained confirm that the use of a limited set
of brushes, structured by the therapist in accordance with the task from art therapy, helps to increase
user satisfaction and has a positive effect on their emotional state. The principle identified in the study
is recommended to be taken into account when designing interfaces for digital solutions designed for
art therapy.
